We are pleased to welcome Nancy Lane, CEO emeritus of Local Media
Association and Local Media Foundation, as our gala keynote
speaker. She was born and raised in Delaware County and started her
career at the News of Delaware County as an advertising sales
executive. She eventually became publisher of The Phoenix
(Phoenixville), The Mercury (Pottstown) and the Daily Local News
(West Chester).

Under her leadership at LMA, some of the most important industry
initiatives launched: Word in Black (led by 10 of the nation’s iconic
Black publishers), LMA Covering Climate Collaborative (with 40+
news, science and academic partners), News is Out — National Queer
Media Collaborative, The Branded Content Project (more than $100
million sold to date), the Lab for Journalism Funding (more than $30
million raised to date), the Local News Fund (more than $20 million
raised for journalism projects) and dozens of other initiatives. Nancy
is a champion for underrepresented media, industry collaboration,

journalism funded by philanthropy and press freedom.

She lives in St. Augustine and Jacksonville Beach, Florida, with her

husband, Dr. Shawn Burton, and their adorable dog Hugo.
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Lifetime Achievement Award

Recognizes an individual who has performed an outstanding service and accomplishment spanning a career in journalism. The nominee must
be a present or former publisher or senior manager of a Pennsylvania newspaper and have spent a significant part of his or her career working
in Pennsylvania. Nominations may only be made by current or former owners or employees of Pennsylvania NewsMedia Association members.

The goal is to recognize a track record of excellence and service to newspapers and journalism.

Benjamin Franklin Award for Excellence

Celebrates an individual who has performed an outstanding service to his/her newspaper, to the news media industry in general, to his/her
local community, or to the Pennsylvania NewsMedia Association that reflected positively on the news media industry in Pennsylvania. Nominees

may include news media owners and employees, legislators, community leaders, business leaders and university/college administrators.

Salutes individuals who have performed outstanding and distinguished service on behalf of the news media industry in the commonwealth. Hall
