Beyond supporting these organizatons financially and through
media coverage, members of the Driven by Hope commitice
participate in a variety of volunteer opportunities and community
events for nonprofits throughout the region, not just those that
are specifically selected.

Projects like Driven by Hope reflect the commitment to the
community.

“We hope the project inspires other local media organizations to
think creatively about how they can uplifi the nonprofiis around
them. Because when every part of a community supports the
other, that's when we all can truly thrive,” says Gloady.
